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The united kingdom

Physical features

A/ The parts of the united kingdom

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland was created by act of union in 1800. It is composed by more than a hundred islands. The largest of these islands is Great Britain which is itself composed by Scotland, wale and England. The next largest island is the Ireland, composed by two parts, the northern that makes part of Great Britain, and the south, which is independent in 1922.

North West is friged by two large islands (archipel agoes) the inner and the outer Hibbrides (around Scotland). In north, you find other islands, Orkneys and the Shetland Island. Around England, there are also other isles: Isle of Wight, isles of Scilly, Isle of Man (système distinct de la grand Bretagne), isle of jersey, isle of Sark (not part of the UK).

B/ A four-part kingdom

England

The country is shortly opposed to France because of its geography. It is composed by low hills and plains. The highest point of Great Britain is The Ben Navis (1343m). The capital is London and the patron saint is Saint George. A part of Great Britain is also composed by the Pennine Chain which crosses UK west/east till Yorkshire. The emblem of England is a pink rose (mélange de rose Blanche et rose rouge lors de la naissance d’un enfant provenant de deux sangs différents). Famille de Lancast = Henri VIII et Elisabeth Ier.

Wales

Wales is composed essentially of mountains which the highest point is called the Snowdon (1085m). Cambrian Mountains, brecon Bacons Mountains. The capital city of wales is Cardiff (Kidif). The saint patron of wales is Saint David.

Scotland

Composed of the lowlands and the boarders, gentle hills woodland in contrast with highlands of the north (Fort William, and ///). Famous for lakes (Lackness).The highest point is The Ben Lawers. Around Scotland there are 790 islands. 130 are inhabited by humans. The capital city of Scotland is Edinburgh. The patron saint is saint androo. Golf is the national sport.

NortherN Ireland

The north east coast is separating of Scotland by a stretch of 21 kms of water. Northern Ireland is composed by the Mulls, the spirrens and the entrim plateau. The highest point of Northern Ireland is the Slieve Donard. It has the largest fresh water lake which is called Lough Neagh. The capital of northem Ireland is Belfast and the saint patron is Saint Patrick.

C/ The Climat of the UK

The British weather is generally tempered. (Climat océanique, aucun point n’est éloigné de plus de 100 km de l’eau). The weather system moves from the Atlantic with extreme temperatures, 38.5°c max and 18.9°c min in Scottish islands (Edimoore Moute?). Rainfall is greatest in west in mountains. The high point of Scotland, in the summer, there’s not night, in winter, the nigh is black.

D/ Population

There are 60 000 000 people living in UK. Estimate 64.8 million. The Great Britain population is devised into.

London covers 1579 km². East West = 60 km North/South= 70Km

London encloses many old cities. 12/14 million inhabitants is London. Cardiff =380 000. Belfast.

City London (1km²) = 80 000.

The britsh social framework

A/ Population perfine

The population of the UK is rising partly due to in crisis in life expectancy and partly as a result of net involved graduation. Estimated 69.6 million. It was at the time the second largest country of Europe. But now, in UK there are 21 284 806 inhabitants. The population Britain highest 381 inhabitants/km². Start XXe => 20 M hab/ doubler en un siècle.

1998 => 2031 population should be 64.8 M

1801 => Premier recensement et ensuite, tous les 10 ans.

Conducted every ten years with just one exception during the Second World War, when London was bond by the German.

In 2001, the cense took a new form, it was the first time that the count was based on the number of the resident at their address.

B/ Age and gender

The UK has an aged population. In the last figures we have in 1971 and 2003, there was an 18% decrease in the number of children under 18. In contrast, there were a 68% of 65 years old people. 128 % increase in the people aged 85 and more. More boys are born each year than girls. 70.4 females against 21.1 males . Despite the differents two women for one man reach the age of 90.

C/ House and family

In 2003 there were 695 000 life birth in the UK, with a percentage for 11.7. At the same time, 6000 and 1000 were register. 10.3 for 1000. In sprint 2004 there were 24.1 M house and … composed of one person only. The number of weddings is going down. Majority of people in UK used to get married. Total number of married people has strongly decreased. Since the 1970’s fertility rates in the UK have been below the level needed to replace the population in the long term. (Taux de fertilité insuffisant pour renouveler les générations). In 1971, 71 % of man and woman aged 60 and over were married in England of Wales (54% of men and 50% of women were married in 2001). Since the 1970’s, the causes are to be found in later childbearing. Smaller families are more and more people with no child at all (Childless families). The dater for today indicates a higher fertility rate than in 2001. The mean age of woman at the birth of their first child was 26.7 years in 2002(= disproportion entre immigrés et nationaux)
D/ Population movements

Like in every other country, people move in UK. Most notorious and important immigration was in the last years of the XIXth century (1841/1845). (crise, irlandais n’avaient plus de patates, immigrant dans L’East End à Londres, quartier est de londres, puis partis aux usa. Ex : Kennedy).

Most mobile age group within the UK is young adults in their 20’s living the home of their parents to study, to work, to get married or to set up their own home. During the second half of the XXth ??  there was a hudge economic crisis. (Nord angleterre, gisments). Movement of population from the north to the south because the industry were distressed of the north of England. Wales gained 400 000 people. London loss of 107 800 inhabitants. 

E/ Immigration

Immigration into the UK is largely governed/organized (régulé) by the immigration act 1971. This act has been amended complity and precision by subsequent legislation, including the immigration and the Sillon act 1999 and also by the nationality act 2004. The successive acts aim at: Modelising the immigration control to make enforcement of this control more infective. Introducing measures to tackle clandestine entry including a new civil penalty for drivers of lauris and other the ecles found to contain some clandestine entries. Replacing the existent multiple rinse of appeal (droit d’appel) with a single one and enhancing (renforcer) the role of the immigration appeal tribunal. Creating new arrangements to support the silent seekers (demandeurs d’asil). Enhancing the control by giving more power to immigration offices. Providing greater safeguards for those who are detained. In 2003, 143000 people were granted permanent settlement (38% of those people were Asian nationals ans 31% were African Nationals). A program names the highly skilled migrant program to give the right to norm European, economic area nationals (aux ressortissants en dehors de la zone économique européenne). To apply to come to the United Kingdom. Successful applicants can enter the UK for 1 year and after this period they must leave if they don’t feel the requirements of the individuals’ employment statements. European economic area nationals who are to say all the people from the member states of Europe + Nordway + Island and Liechtenstein, this people are not subject to immigration control. They have a right to reside in the country provided they are working or are able to support themselves financially.

F/ Citizen ship

Under the British nationality act, 1981, you can become a British citizen if n°1 you are clausly connected with the UK, n°2 if you belong to the British territory or an overseas territory (British Antarctic Territory, British Indian ocean territory, British Virgin islands, the caiman islands, the forckland islands, saint Helena islands), n°3 you must belong to the UK colonies and you were not a british citizen when the 1981 act came into force (mise en place).

G/ Ethnic Groups

For centuries, people had come to UK from overseas (outre-mer) to escape religious or political persecution or to get better economic opportunities. For a long time, the most part of these people were Irish. Then, in the XIXth century, Judish immigration started to come followed by a second important wave of judish immigration in the 1980’s. The European refugees came after the Second World War. Later, in the 1960’s, immigration changes origins and came from the caribean and indian south continent because of labor (main d’oeuvre). Kenyans, Mallaouis, Ugandas, came as refugees in the 1950’s and 60’s. Now, the most figures we have for immigration is 8% of the UK population which is about 4.6 million people belong to a minority ethnic group. These groups tend to have a younger age profile than the aged population. The Bangladeshi group has the youngest age population with 31% Bangladeshi under 60 compared with 20% in the white group. 
H/ Social trends woman versus man    
The economic and social lives f women changed a lot in the 18th century, in 1971, 91% of men of working age compared with 65% of women were economically active in the united kingdom by 2000 women’s activity rates had increased to 73% of working women against 85% of men. By spring 2000, 75% of married women are cohabitating have a profession. In March 2000, there were a record 122 members of parliament’s women, which represents 19% number of sits, whereas the average in EU is 25% for lawyer houses (parlement simples). Finally in 1975, the Sex Discrimination Act makes discrimination between men and women unlawful (illegal) with of course several exceptions: Education, Training. Under the Equal Pay Act, in the 1970, women in the UK have a right to equal pay with men when doing work that is the same or nearly similar, a work rated as equivalent or work which is an equal value. To conclude, the EOC, equal opportunities commission is an independent statutory body, working against sex discrimination at work. 1918 women votes (30 ans), 1928 parité total.

The british political system

A/ The British political system is a monarchical state and a parliamentary democratic system

The center of government in parliament which makes all the important laws for the county in primary legislation. In the UK yet, a grate number of issues has been devolved to the Scottish parliament, the national assembly of Wales and the Northern Ireland assembly. The British execution comprises (comprends) the government departments and agencies, the local authorities, the public corporations, the independent regulatory bodies and finally the organizations subject to ministerial controls (OG).

A policy: Une politique particulière

Politics: La politique en générale

The king or the queen in the UK is head of the executing. He or she is the head of the judiciary and he or she are the commandant in chef of all the armed forces, of the crown, and also the sup prime governor of the established government and Church of England.

Today, the modernization is underway. The government of the country takes its authority from parliament and the government stays in function/office only if it has a majority in the House of Commons. Parliament is composed of two houses, the house of lords and the house of commons. Together, they stay in Westminster (west of London = luxury). Today, Westminster means parliament for the journalists.

B/ The house of lords

It is composed of 1026 members. None of these people have been elected. 26 lords spiritual. The most important are the archbishop (archevêque) of Canterbury and York, the bishops of London and Durham and Winchester (évêques). 1000 lords temporal. The hereditary peers (pairs) of England, Scotland and the United Kingdom. These people belong to the highest social class in England. They have titles such as Lord, cont. or Vicont. The title of these people is pass to their sons. The life peers are given their title by the Queen as a reward for their good work, but they cannot pass the title on their children. Law lords form a special body, assisting the house in its judicial duties, meaning very special cases, like Pinochet’s case. 

C/ The house of Commons

659 members called MP’s (deputes) elected in a constituency (circonscription). 

The chef officer in the huse of commons is the speaker, in france the speaker is payed each month, and receive travels advances. There are adjustment in function of the population. Modifications constituency depends of the avrige electories sixty thousand voters with extrems like the isle of white. 1 dep for 106 000.

D/ Election of the britsh citizen

Members of the commonwealth countries, resiedent of the … may vote provided are 18 or over, they must be included in the register of electors for the constituency, and third condition, they must not be subject to any legal incapacity vote.

Interdictions:

Cannot vote the members of the House of Lords

Cannot vote if you are detained under mental health legislation.

Cannot vote if you are a sentence prison man.

Cannot vote if you have been convicted (être coupable) of corrupted or illegal election practices.

E/Candidates

The candidates are subject to voting procedures which means that each elector casts his vote at a polling station (bureau de vote).

In the UK like in france, voting is not compulsary, sometimes some records are broken. 

You are elected if you get 50% of the vote + 1.

British citizens, residents citizen of the commonwealth and residents of the republic of iraland may stand for election as MP’s provided they are 21 of age or over and of course not disqualified.

People disqualified are those that had been sentence to one year of prison or more, member of the church, if you belong to the house of lords.

F/ The political party system

Since 1945, the conservative party or the labor party as held power, but in 1988, a new party immerged, called the Liberal Democratic Party (LDP). Prime minister Nick Cleig = Permis aux conservateurs d’avoir le pouvoir.Other parties in GB, 1965, Plaid Cymru which is the political party in wales with sereval MP’s in the British parliament (nationaliste). Since 1944, you’ve had a Scottish National party in Scotland, wanted Scotland to be an indipendant country, and they want to decide by themselves, sending different MP’s to the British parliament. Shone Connery.

In 1997, the people of Scotland and wales voted for devolution that is to say they have their own separate parliament). Of course, these regional parliament deals with things such as health environment, sports, education, defend immigration.

H/ Government and opposition

The party must seats at the general … It’s traditionally the leader of the majority party who is asked by the Queen to form the new government. … Forms the shadow cabinet. A replica of the actual government. On the other hand, the leader of the minority party forms the shadow cabinet. The shadow cabinet is the government that would be formed if the minority won the election.

I/ the leader of the government and the position on each side of the table sits on the front benches while the MP’s behind them are called the back beaches. Each political party has a leader called the chief whip. They keep the MP’s informed, they insure the presents MP’s for important debates and they also refer to the leaders of the party about the opinions of the back benches. The speaker is the person who officially controls the meetings and discussions in the British House of Commons. The speaker is elected by MP’s and of course he never gives vantages to a party against the over… When you address to him, you say, Mr Speaker. When discussion becomes too noisy, they shout Order, order.

J/ Parliamentary procedures

The main job of the MP’s is passing law, and the law is passing  … The government brings bills to the commons and the bills are discussed by the MP’s. The bills go to the House of Lords and the lords like the French senate can bring changes to a bill but they cannot stop it to be a law. Then, the bills come back to the commons, the MP’s vote for them and if the bill is passed, it’s given to the queen to signature to become an act of parliament. When the queen accepts the bill, she gives her Royal Assent.

Private bills =/ Public bills

K/ National government

The prime minister governs with his cabinet composed about 20 important ministers or secretaries of state and other ministers. Local government is organized around councils at country levels (department) and borrows meaning at city level. Local councils are elected for three years by the people who live in the town or for the county councilors, who leave in the county; their president is the mair or in some cases the chairman. 

Those presidents are elected like the councilors, they generally belong to one of the labor party, but they are mainly elected on mainly issues.

Their job is ti provide the local such as schools, libraries, and the file service.

They are also responsible for the local environment collecting rubbish ad cleaning the streets. Councils collect local taxes and they receive an amount of money each year.

Councils to make money may vote by laws (local laws) applying only in the city or in the county. For exemple, councils vote for parking fines, some fines for dogs.

The United Kingdom in the world

Europe

As a member state of the European Union, the UK is done by European community legislation and agreement under EU law based on a series if treaties since the 1950’s.

Treaties

Everything started in France in 1941 creating on the ESCE meaning a European call and still community (CECA). It was established with France, Germany, Italy, Holland, Netherlands, Belgium and Luxembourg. The treaties of Rome established on the one hand the European community and on the second hand the European atomic agency. The aim of those treaties was on the one hand the creation on the command market to eliminate customs duties between the member states. And then, whereas it was dangerous, Europe was given a mandate to negotiate trade agreements on the half of member states.

1986: Single European Act: Reaffirmation of the treaties of Rome.

1992: Treaty of Maastricht: Concept of EU citizenship.

· The European Community

· The CFSP common foreign unsocial policy

· Increased corporation on justice and home affairs

1997: Amsterdam treaty witch chapter on discrimination, a social chapter and an improvement of the CSFP.

Futur laws about immigration and civil unjudicial corporation were decided.

2001: The treaty of Nice: Preparation for the enlargement of the European community. The decision was to have 15 members in 2004 to reach potentially the number of 27 member states. The first decision for 15 members was Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Irish republic, Italy, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Portugal, Spain, the UK, Sweeden.

2003: Treaty of Athens: Treaty of accession to Europe. The treaty was signed by 25 heads of states. Was added to the community, Cypress, Czech republic, Estonia, Hongrie, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovequia, Slovenia.

International ogranizations

The first one is the United Nations Organization (ONO) => The aim of UNO is the maintenance of international peace and security. Development of friendly relations; International Corporation on economic social cultural and humanitarian issues, plus the protection of human rights and freedom. The United Nations become efficient when the security councils included a biggest power in the world. The Security Council has 5 permanent members: France, UK, USA, Russia, and China.

Common Wealth: The UK plus 52 members, represented by 2 billion people. It’s a voluntary organization of independent state nearly all of them belonging or having belong to a British territory.

OTAN (NATO): Partnership for defends and security between North America (USA + Canada) and Europe. It includes 26 members.

Since 2004, an informal group including a leading industrial country was set up and it for formed originally in 1975 as the G7. The UK, France, Germany, Italy, USA, Russia, and Japan.

The Group of 8 brings together the leaders of the World’s biggest economy. Today, because of economic matters, the Group of 20 has been formed to coordinate strategy on the big issues of the planet. In May 2011, the first important meeting of the G20 was organized in Deauville; it was about Libya and the movements in Arab nations.

OSCE: Organization depending on UNO concerned with early warning.

The council of Europe with 10 founders members: UK, Belgium, Denmark, Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, the Netherland, Norway, and Sweden.

IMF (FMI): International monetary fund: Intergovernmental organization promoting economic world focusing on policies (les politiques) that have an impact on the exchange rate (taux de change) and the balances of payment (balance de payement : masse d’argent que le pays consacre à son organisation). Le 15 décembre, la Grèce sera en cessation de payement si l’Europe ne donne pas 101 milliards d’euro d’aides.

The aims of the international monetary fund are making resources available to member countries to meet the requirements of the balances of payment. The head is in Washington DC: Mrs. LAGARDE. There are 170 members.

The World Bank (Banque mondiale): In charge of providing loans (prêts) in developing countries for capital programs. The aim is to reduce the poverty. Toutes les décisions prises doivent être justifies par un intérêt international.

OECD (OCDE): 34 members, funded in 1961. Stimulation of the international commerce and the economy. It’s a forum of countries comity to democracy and the markets economy to coordinate the domestic policies and the international policies of its members. The OECD officially began in 1948 and was called OEEC (Organization for European economic corporation). The membership to the OEEC was extended to non-European states, but today, the members of the OECD are high income economist with a very strong HDI.

WTO: The World Trade organization is an organization concerned with the supervision and liberalization of the international trade.

GATT: The GATT started to work in 1998 and the organization bell with the regulation of trade and commerce between participating countries. It’s a place for negotiation and striking trade agreements. Most of the issues depend of the negotiation struck by agreements between 1986 and 1999.

Launch of euro in January 2002, it marked a fundamental change in monetary arrangements and no country is immune to the static and dynamic effects of a creation of a single currency.

The government of the United Kingdom a few years ago made a certain number of decisions in view of a cessing. The readiness of the UK to join the monetary union. To do that, the British government made 5 tests which are as series of questions to be answered before joining Europe.

1) Are business cycles and British economic structures compatible to live comfortably with euro rates on a permanent base?

2) If problems appears, is there sufficient flexibility to deal with them?

3) Would joining EMU be good for investment in Britain?

4) What impact would entry into EMU on the financial services industries of Britain, and particulary on the city?

5) To summurise would joining  EMU promote growth stability and the lasting increase in jobs?

Chapter V/ The british law and justice

A/ Criminal and civil law

Criminal deals wih roncs affecting the community while civil law was deciding disputes between 2 or more parties individuals companies or other organizations. In theory, the purpose of civil possedings is not to punish, but to obtain financial compensation. Yet the distinction between civil and criminal is not to precise. Courts may be classified as criminal courts and civil courts. But in England, wasles and northern Island, magistrates’ courts have both a civil and a criminal jurisdiction. They’re called Cherrif Courts (Wasles). The is the punishment for very serious crimes such as murder. The UK as not suppressed it, but in fact, it has not been used since 1965. There is still a very strong debate in the country about those who would like to use it, and those who want to say that it’s moraly wrong. The great point in british law is based on the abeus corpus, and according to them, nobody can … With the assistance of a defender. According to the principal the law of the UK considers the people are innocent until proven guilty. This means that if someone is accused of a crime, they cannot be punished until it has been proved beyond reasonable doubts that they are guilty. In great Britain, if someone if found guilty, he goes to a court, and if they are found guilty by the jury they can ask for permission to appeal to a higher court in the hope it will change the decision.

B/ Criminal law in England and wales.

If someone is arrested, the crown persecutions service decides whether there’s enough evidences, there is a trial and if the case is serious, the accused is sent to a crown court fort a trial with a judge ans the jury of 12people, is the verdict of the jury is that he is accused to be guilty, the judge decides a sentence, if the crime is less serious the case is heard by a magistrates court. The head of the judiciary is the lord chancellor, presides in its legislative capacity and he belongs to the prime ministers cabinet as well.

The home secretary responsible for criminal law, the police service, the prison system, the probation service, and for advising the king or queen, about the royal prerogative of Mercy.

The atorney general and the solliciter general are the government’s legal advisers.

C/ Criminal law in Northem Island and Scotland.

In Northem Island, there exist a magistrates court and a crown court but appeals from the crown court are heard in the Northem island court of appeal. Scotland also have a separate court system. Procurator fiscal is the person which says that a person is the culprit. If there’s enough evidences ans if the crime is the serious one, they accused is sent to a high court of judiciary. In Scotland, there are 15 people on a jury, and if the crime is less serious, the case is heard in a sheriff court.

D/ European sources

The European law applies in the UK, and after the treaty is abrodge, the European court of justice has the ultimate authority.

So the UK is under the treaty obligations to apply EC law.

Two organizations are there to control that the country are there

The European convention on human rights, which sets the rights of people to a fair trial asserting respect .. Freedom of expression and freedom of assembly.

The second organization is the European organization to apply the human rights to apply in the 1998. This law became effective in October 2000 , and it enables individuals to rely on those rights in any legal possedings.

E/ Contering terrorism

In the view of the attentat that take place in the UK, the government consider that ordinary criminal law was not sufficient to deal with terrorism effectibly. So the first terrorist crime in 1989 has been renforce by the criminal justice act 1998. And two years later, the terrorism act 2000 has introduce government legislation with conter terrorism measures applied throughout the UK.

1) Adoption of a new definition of terrorism: Irish terrorism was in the British law, but the new definition includes international terrorism including ideological motivation and religious motivation for terrorists act.

For insiting terrorists act abroads from living the UK. British government has decided 

Finaly, the regulation of investigate act 2000 provide for the closer … telephone topic …. Which means decoding email or various electronic messages.

CHAPTER SIX: PUBLIC HEALTH

A – Life expectancy
During the 20th century, life expectancy at birth in the UK has increased substantially for 45 years for males and 48.7 years for females in 1901 to 76 and 81 respectively today. You must distinguish between life expectancy and healthy life expectancy. Both are higher for woman than for man and mortality rates are lower in England than in the rest of the UK. Within England, mortality rates are higher in the North than in the South.

Local authorities in UK with the highest level of mortality tend to be located in airborne and industrial areas and more particularly in the areas in coal fills, manufacturing centers and ports the explanation comes from the high rate of unemployment and the high proportion of terrest housing and the high proportion of social factory.

B – Types of diseases
Over the 20th century, there were significant and important changes in the type of disease.

· Childhood diseases are today at their lowest levels and some disease have been eradicated by the use of vaccines.

· Other diseases such as cancer and heart disease become more frequent along with STI (Sexual Transmitted Infection).

· Very strong epidermis of Chlamydia and human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) also called AIDS.
Advances in surgical techniques and intensive cases have helped to reduce deaths arising from accident or prematurely birth.

C – The National Health Service (NHS)
Sorte de sécu sociale

It started in 1948 and was based on the principal that they should be a full range publicly founded services designed to help the individual remain healthy. The services are intended to provide treatment and care was necessary. All tax-base employees contribute to the cost of the NHS so that those members of the community who don’t need health are helped to pay for these products of treatment such as hospital care are generally provided for free. But more and more treatment may incur a charge on the NHS. 
The NHS provides a full range of medical services available to all UK residents regardless of their income. Central government is directly responsible for the NHS which is administrated by health authorities and health boards throughout the country. The department of health is responsible for national strategic planning in England and within the department; the NHS executive with eight regional offices is in charge of developing and implementing policies.

The NHS is being modernized to meet the life of people in 21st century; therefore, there are five aims:

· People must be more involved in managing their own care and to help them, different services have been set up: 
- The NHS direct is a 24 hours help-line where the initial contact is with a nurse giving immediate health care advice and support over the telephone.

- The NHS direct online is a complementary extension using the Internet and linked to other health related web sides.

The service reserves about 1 million hit on a day and NHS direct provides health information on digital television and also acts as a gateway to out of hours health care.

· More GPs (General Practitioners) to book hospital appointment by email and to call up computerize medical record.

· The aim is to reduce delays with special centers called one stop test and treatment center developed to speed up surgery for common complains.

· A program of construction of new modern hospitals has been launched with smaller and more intimate ward.

· The intermediary care is developed and is to prevent people from [ ] to be admitted to hospital and then to allowed them to recuperate at home. The community health councils covering all parts of country a representative local opinion and the services providing. In Scotland, local health councils and in Northern Ireland, social services councils.
D – General medical practitioners: GPs
The GP also called “family doctor” play a key role in the NHS. The choice of a GP is made freely available to everyone aged 16 and over. A doctor is free to accept as a patient or not, according to his wishes.

However, the GP must give any necessary treatment to any person who applies to him or her for treatment when the person is on the list of another doctor or when the person needs treatment in an emergency and when the patient’s regular doctor is not available.

A person may change his or her doctor if he wants. You can change immediately. If you change your address or if your regular GP accepts the change. In other circumstances, it’s still possible to change doctor but to do so, you must apply to the family practitioner committee and the transfer will take at least.

When people are away from home, it’s still possible to obtain a temporary residence permit so that any GP in the area can take you. Anyone staying in a district from no longer and may receive a treatment even if the person has not generally used general medical services.

If the person isn’t staying in the district for more than 24 hours, and need treatment urgently he or she is treated as an emergency patient.

There is limited maximum number of patients for each doctor:

- The doctor works in single practice > he may have up to 3500 patients on his list

- The doctor works with an assistant > he may have up to 4500 patients provided that the list of the other doctors doesn’t exceed 3500 patients for each list.

In certain cases, when a treatment demands skills and experience outside of the possibilities of the GP, he may refer his patient to a hospital or anyone a consultation with the specialist.

Chapter 6: The british press , radio and television 

A) Press
In the 19th century, newspaper circulations were small. Le leading paper at the beginning of the century was the Morning Post with about 4000 copies per day (twice the sales of its nearest rival). As production methods improved, the printing capacity increased and newspapers were sold at lower prices. By 1828, the first paper was the Morning Herald and immediately behind The Times. Public houses used to take in one or two papers for their customers and sometimes they made partnerships with the papers like the Morning Advertiser. It had the second circulation and the sales of the times remained very high. The famous titles of today (Daily News, The Times, The Daily Telegraph) all started in the 19th century. ___ with the introduction of half penny papers. The first national ha-penny was the daily mall, then the daily express, then the daily mirror, which became the first paper just before__ Circulation, continued to increase and the peek was in the mid 19…. There was big News of the world: more than 8 million in 1950. Then, gradually, there was a decline in newspaper sales and today the British press and the French press are in a crisis due to different factors among them electronic newspapers. The Sun is a national tabloid newspaper. In Dublin it's called the Irish Sun. Number one in the UK today and number 10 in the world for its circulation is The Sun. In July 2011 the circulation of The Sun was 2 800 000 copies. Number 2 is the daily mail. It's also a tabloid newspaper meaning that its format was reduced because many people read the paper while traveling to work (on the bus …) and it was not easy for people to have a very wide newspaper to open. Consequently they reduced the size. Number 3 the Daily Mirror. Lastly Nick__ was represented as Pinochle showing that he was a liar. The Lib Dem party has been nicknamed as Lib Dumbs. Lastly, the Daily Star. Recently they added a Sunday edition. On October 2009 the paper celebrated its 10 000th issue. The paper focuses on stories about celebrities, sport, news and gossip about popular TV programs. In October 2009 it became a free giveaway. Number 8 The Times. The Times was founded in 1785 and the head of the group editing the paper is Rupert Murdock. Still today, The Times has a large circulation: 450 000 copies. Its political opinions changed a lot going from the labor party to the conservative party today and the liberal democrats.

CHAPTER 7: TRANSPORT

Introduction

Today, people travel a lot, they make more journeys than 10 years ago and the average length of these journeys has increased. Significantly, the great majority of journeys are by car. Travel by car compare to travel by taxi has more than doubled in the past 13 years. While travelling by bus, bicycle and motorcycle has fallen.

Real has also fluctuated and when through a period of decline during the first half of the 1990s. In general, public transport is used less in UK than in other countries in the EU. Car number has increased a lot with 80% of households owning one or more car in 1997. Travel by car remains the most popular mode of passenger travels representing 85% of passengers middle-aged in 2002.

A – Motor vehicles

In the end of 2003, there were 31 million vehicles license for use of the road of GB. Among the 31 million vehicles, we can number 25 million cars, 2.4 million vans, 486 000 goods vehicles over 3.5 tons, 1 million motorcycles, scooters and mopeds, 96 000 public transport vehicle with 9 or more seats. Most freight is cared by road representing 81% of goods by tonnage.

B – Roads

The total road network in 2003 was 393 321 km.

Motorways cover 3 476 km.

Track roads cover more than 9340 km.

Motorways carry 19% of all traffic and track roads carry 14%.

C – Traffic regulation

The few conditions to get your driving license are:

- The minimum age for driving are 16 for riders of motorcycles, mopeds and small tractor for disable people.

- 17 for drivers of cars and other with a maximum of 9 seats or less.

- 17 for motorcycles (more than 125 cm3) and goods vehicles up to 3.5 tons.

- You must be 18 to drive goods vehicles weighing over 3.5 tons to 7.5 tons.

- You must be 21 to drive passenger vehicles to more than 9 seats and goods vehicles over 7.5 tons.

New drivers must take both practice driving test and a separate retain fairy test in order to acquire a full driving license. Every car in GB is subject to an annual visit to a license garage to pass a road worthiness called in GB the MOT.

D – Transport policy

Tony Blair arrived in power in 1997 and his government came up with 5 mage up proposals:

- To improve connexion between the different government policies (it means that the transport policy must be linked with the policy of the environment and land use planning);

- Decided to set up a new local transport plan to reorganize transport in the country;

- Local authorities must receive founding from new sources which implies the enforcement of charges for driving into town centres a workplace parking;

- An improvement of local bus services was decided through quality partnerships between local authorities and bus operators.

To make in one hand, the bus drive in city and town, and in the other hand, car drive between the towns.

- A new real authority. The government wishes the implementation of a tighter regulation of the way industry. It, therefore, intends to introduce legislation to establish a strategic rail authority which is a statutory body to support the government integrated transport policy.

It must ensure that the railways are operated as a current system.

It must advance the provision of accessible transports for everybody especially for disable people.

E – Road Safety

The aim of the government is to improving road safety by 2010. The measure is taken with that isn’t of a 40% reduction in the number of people killed or sinister in road accidents. A 50% reduction in the number of children killed or sinisterly interred and a 10% reduction in the slight casualty. A speed reduction measures have been taken with a 20 miles/hours (= 32 km/h) limit around schools and residential areas. Besides, the British have been by setting up a network of traffic cameras in all the big cities.

Some information about the bus service:

- In 1998/1999, some 4 million passenger’s journey was made on local bus services and the uses of those services have been declined in nearly all areas except in London. They are around 80 000 buses and coaches in Great Britain: 32% of which are mini buses or midi buses and 1.2% of those vehicles are doubled daces.

- Those services have declined in the past 10 years and today most local services are generally by companies in the private sector. In the country, only 17 bus companies are owned and operated by local authorities. In July 2000, London transport changed its name and became Transport for London. Becoming the authority responsible for providing public transport in London. It oversees about 750 000 bus roads and about 80 companies under contract. There are 5 main private groups and most of them have diversified into running other transport services such as rail services and airport while some have expended into transport services in other countries notably the USA.

The Railways:

They were pioneer in GB:

· The first RR line in the world opened in 1825 between Stocken and Diliden (near Liverpool)
· The S&D line was the first public passenger way in the world to be work by steam power.
· The privatisation of the railway services was in 1997. The rail track (the organisation at the time) became responsible for operating all track and infrastructure in GB.
There are 32 000 km tracks, 40 000 tunnels, reaches & viaducts, 2 500 stations & connections to over 1000 frat terminals, 14 major stations and the rest of the network leased to the 25 passengers train operating companies.

The Waterways:

They’re used mainly for tourism but some still carry frat. There are 30 navigation authorities and the largest is British waterways, responsible for 2100 km of fully navigable waterways.

Shipping:

95% by weight and 75% per value of the UK foreign train is carried by sea. 617 UK owned much of trading ships of 100 gross tonnes or more, are running the sea and the rest is composed of 155 vessels and 428 smaller vessels.

Air traffic:

The first company is British Airways transporting 4 million passengers with passenger load traffic of 70% British airway has 766 aircrafts.
1) bus services , in 1998-1999 some 4 tousand 2 hundred million passanger journeys were made on local busses services , wich was fewer by 20% than 10 years before, yet in london , the number of passengers by bus was higher. most local services are run, commercialy by companys in the private sector. in the hole contry there is only 70 bus companys possesed by local authoritys , in 2000 the name of the london company of transport change , it was called london transport , and now it’s called transport for london, and this authotity is responsable for providing transports. 7 hundred an 50 busses roots ( bus) with 30 different companys under contract .The river ( 1 st groupe) Nathional express ( 2nt), most of those groups have diversified into other transport services such as rail services or airport/transport)
